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GUIDELINES FOR HOLDING A REGIONAL SPECIALTY
These guidelines are intended to assist CSSA members to hold Specialties in regions where otherwise there may not be a Specialty.  These Regional Specialties will help to hopefully encourage the formation of new Specialty clubs.

1. Each Application for holding a Regional Specialty must be approved by a majority vote of the Executive of the CSSA.  Approvals are made on a strictly case-by-case basis.

2. The CSSA Director for the area must sign the Application and be in agreement with the proposed date, etc. of the Regional Specialty.

3. In areas where a Sheltie club, a Collie/Sheltie club or a Group 7 (Herding) Specialty club already exist, then permission to hold the Regional Specialty must be sought from that club or club(s) as well, as evidenced by signature(s) of an Officer of that club or clubs on the Application form.

4. The original of the fully completed and signed Guidelines and Application forms must be forwarded to the Secretary of the CSSA, with a copy to the President of the CSSA.  These must be submitted at least eight (8) months prior to the date of the proposed show, in order to allow for approval by CSSA to meet CKC timelines.
5. A Sheltie breeder-judge MUST be selected, either from the host All Breed show panel or hired separately.  No exceptions.

6. Suitable rosettes and prizes must be presented for WD, RWD, WB, RWB, BOW, BOB, BOS and BP.  All rosettes must have the CSSA logo as well as the CKC crest.  Prizes should be appropriate to the event.
7. Upon CSSA approval, a bank account must be opened for the show by the member submitting the Application.  There will be three signatories for the account, those being the CSSA Area Director, the CSSA member who is chairing the Specialty and the CSSA Treasurer.  All cheques would need to be signed by the CSSA Treasurer and one of the other two signatories to the account.

8. CSSA is offering its name and status as a club.  It is up to the applying member(s) to supply the funds to run the show.

9. Should there be a financial loss, such would be the responsibility of the applying member(s).  Should there be a profit, this profit will be turned over to CSSA and will be put aside for that Area to use as up-front money for another Regional Specialty.  CSSA will hold these funds for two years.  If at the end of two years the region has not applied for another Specialty, the funds will be used for health research, rescue or other use at the sole discretion of the CSSA Board, and the original group will forfeit the ability to use the funds.  Reasonable requests for extensions will be considered on a case-by-case basis.
10. Within four months of holding the Specialty, a financial statement must be submitted to the CSSA Treasurer, along with any profit made.

11. These Guidelines must be signed by the applying member and must be attached to the completed Application.
